A few notes on
uniform checks

As an official, it’s our jobs to make
sure teams have jerseys that meet the
rules printed in the DCR. The Badger
Region has made an “approval” pro-
cess available to all club directors to
make sure their uniforms in compli-
ance before they move ahead with the
ordering process.

If a team has questions about the
legality of uniforms for Badger Region
sanctioned events, they have been
encouraged to upload the photos to
https://badgervolleyball.org/jerseys.

If a team receives approval for their
jerseys, the Region will send them
an email confirmation of the jersey
approval. If you are questioning their
jerseys for legality, ask for the email
confirmation to help you alleviate any
possible headaches that could arise
upon confronting the team for a possi-
ble uniform violation.

BACKGROUND SCREENINGS

All adult staff members require a full back-
ground screening that includes the following:

* Social Security Number validation;
* Name and address history records;

* Two independent Multi-Jurisdictional Criminal
Database searches covering 50 states plus
DC, Guam, and Puerto Rico;

* Federal District Courts search for each name
used and district where the individual currently
lives or has lived during the past seven years,
going back the length of time records are
available and reportable;

* County Criminal Records for each name
used and county where the individual currently
lives or has lived during the past seven years,
going back the length of time records are
available and reportable for each county
searched;

* National Sex Offender Registry database
search of all available states, plus DC, Guam,
and Puerto Rico;

* Multiple National Watch Lists;
* SafeSport Disciplinary Records;

* Comprehensive International Records
search for U.S. citizens who have lived outside
of the United States for six consecutive
months in any one country, during the past
seven years;

* Motor Vehicle Records of at least a 3-year
history in the state of licensure; (if driving is
required for position).
